	Text1: I come originally from Geneva, Switzerland and spend my childhood and teenage years there so coming back to geneva through this erasmus exchange was a great way to rediscover my city. I had not been living there during 15 years, and the last 8 years I had been in Linz, Austria.

Geneva is expensive. That is sure. I was quite afraid of that switch. But if you take care of a few things, it can be doable. If you hadn't been used to take doggy-bags for lunch, then you might be motivated to start doing it in Geneva! For renting, it is quite normal to spend around 700.- swiss francs for a room in a WG. Geneva is not that big (but quite bigger than Linz though), so if you are rather close to the center, you can do a lot by foot or by bike. But I know a few erasmus students who had some much cheaper places to stay but it was then quite far away from the center. Globally, you should expect everyting to be 1.5 or almost twice as expensive as in Linz. 

In Sommer, Geneva is pretty great. A lot of things are happening and swimming in the lake or the Rhône are nice things to do. In the winter time, you can consolate yourself with some cheese fondue: the perfect meal to do at home with friends: easy to do and not so expensive.

The school is really great. So coming to Geneva for the school is according to me really worth it.
One semester was too short though, so I extanded my erasmus to one semester more. What was really interesting there was all the possibilites that I got  to show my work to the whole teaching team and also to all the invited curators/artists/art historians. Every week, around 5 students show their work in the common spaces and get critics from a team of three people (teachers and invited people). The teaching team is big, so there were also the possibility to have a lot of face to face discussions and getting different point of views. 

Students were also really motivated, so the overall atmosphere was stimulating. Most of them work in the ateliers and also come during the week-ends. For me, it was not always practical to work there and prefered working sometimes from home, but only because I had to juggle a lot between studies and earning some money.

At the bachelor level, the classes are unfortunately in french, so the theoretical parts can be perhaps difficult for someone not knowing french at all before the erasmus starts. Otherwise, most of the people here talk also english, so, concerning your own atelier work, you will definitely find someone who speaks english, or even german with whom you can exchange.

So, overall, I really learned a lot during this one year erasmus and would definitely recommand it to anyone.
