It is possible to sleep in the dormitory next to school. The building is really close to the main buildings, and
therefore you can have a long sleep, which is great. The costs are also quite low, so you can save a lot of
money for free time activities. You will share the room with one other person, which was a new experience
for me, but | learned to enjoy it a lot. It is also possible to find an flat on your own or shared using craigslist.
