| opted for Flixbus as it offered the most cost-effective and environmentally friendly mode of travel. The

The trip was comfortable with no issues, and the
direct bus service was convenient.

| had a terrible experience with the Paul Appell dormitory with foreigners being strongly segregated from
the local students, constant and unpredictable changes in rules regulation as well as the absence of hot
water that lasted for two months and was never solved or compensated.

However, living in the dormitory allowed me to meet people from different cultural backgrounds, which
became the main experience of Erasmus.

Strasbourg and France have quite a developed transport logistics which makes it easy and affordable to
travel not only within the city and country, but also to the neighboring states.

Strasbourg also offers a huge variety of cultural events, most of which have a price discount specifically for
students.

Prices were generally higher than in Austria(unexpectedly). However, doing the grocery in Germany
allowed to balance up the living expenses.

All'in all, I did have great working and studying experience in Didactique visuelle, HEAR.

The 4th year of the program, which | joined, was primarily focused on team projects and collaboration with
students from relevant fields of study. Therefore, | had a great opportunity to build up my experience of
collaboration as well as to develop pieces for a professional portfolio.

The department also provides theoretical courses in psychology and pedagogy, which were extremely
helpful when studying the subject of didactics and planing the further master thesis.

It should be taken into account that all classes and communications outside the international office were
held in French, which was wonderful training for language skills. However, there were a few Erasmus
students who were not aware of the requirements and had greater difficulty academically.

The international office was always ready to help in French, English and German (sometimes even
Russian) and was generally supportive throughout our stay.

As for the student environment, the Didactique visuelle program was quite intense, with multiple projects
being proceeded within 4 months, and therefore there were not many opportunities to communicate with
other students outside the classroom environment. However, everyone was genuinely friendly and willing
to help if asked.

There were issues regarding the organization of some of the subjects as well as uncleanness of deadlines.
However, it was a minor inconvenience which did not affect the general experience of the program.
